Minutes from the 01/03/10 were read and agreed.

Matters Arising:

Uniforms:
Tanya is going help Charlotte with the uniform.  There is lots of stock coming in from the suppliers, however the suppliers have had a delay with some stock, ie ties and polo shirts.  
Watches:
The watches are going well and the children love them. Sharon Seymour-Smalley is going to look into getting some bigger straps – possibly the jewellers in Spilsby.
Picnic Tables:
Miss Ementon’s comment was that ‘The picnic tables are lovely’ 
Quiz Night:
The Quiz night was a great success, everyone who came had a good evening.  We made a profit of £62.28 from a taking of £98.80.
Royal Wedding:
The Royal Wedding Mugs that were given to the children were well liked.
Summer Disco:
Dawn has sent a message to say that Matthew is available to run the disco.  Dawn has a BBQ that we can use.  The Disco will need to be set up at 4.30pm on the day.  Trish will do a poster for the children.  £1 entry for Disco – adults need to stay with their children.  BBQ and refreshments will be on sale.  A suggestion for the theme was a Beach Party or Surf wear. 
Craft Evening:
The Mother’s Day Craft evening was well attended by children, busy – a bit manic, but great.  Next time we need more parents assistance on the day.
Christmas designs:
We can order Glass Kitchen boards, mugs, mousemats, etc… Sharon brought a leaflet with details, the children will draw a picture or do a handprint and the company will place those pictures on the items parents request.  Pictures need to start being collected for the beginning of Sept 2011.

Bingo:
The Bingo was a good evening, but having it in the Village Hall did not make much difference to the local support.  A good profit was made, lower than usual as we needed to stock up on refreshments.  Everyone present agreed that having the Bingo set out on tables worked much better, especially for the younger children.  It was felt that next time is may as well be held in the School Hall, as it was the regular people who support the Bingo, who came.  The cost of a new Bingo machine is £112.
Fun Run:
Tanya will see if we can order some ice-creams from Dennetts – otherwise she will purchase Sainsbury’s Choc Ices (they are 10 for £1).  There are 66 children in school, so Tanya will get enough for all the children – any extra can be sold for 20p each – also a good idea for the fete.
Treasurer’s Report:
Jo passed out spreadsheets with incomings and outgoings of both accounts.  The total balance is £2,093.84. Current A/c Bal - £89.76, Deposit A/c - £2004.08.  Jo also gave out an Event’s Monitor spreadsheet with details of the profit and loss of each event over the past year.
